If you have been diagnosed with depression (major depressive disorder) but have 
experienced a high period (mania or hypomania) in the past, or if you have signs or 
symptoms of bipolar disorder, it is important to discuss your concerns with your doctor.

The questions below can help guide you in talking with your doctor and exploring your 
symptoms together.

Do you have any reason to  
	 suspect that I could have bipolar disorder? Can I share with you why I believe I may 	
	 have bipolar disorder?

3. If you think that bipolar disorder could be a possibility, what would you do to  
	 confirm the diagnosis?
